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 In four seasons at LSUE Coach 
Willis has compiled a 223-68 record and has 
never finished ranked lower than 7th in the 
country. During his tenure as the Bengal 
coach he has received three ABCA Diamond 
Regional Coach of the Year Awards, three 
NJCAA Region 23 Coach of the Year Awards, 
two NJCAA Central District Coach of the 
Year Awards, a Louisville Slugger Coach of 
the Year Award, and a NJCAA National 
Coach of the Year Award. 

 The 2006 season saw the Bengal 
team capture the National Championship en 
route to a 52-11 record.  The 2004 team 
posted a 51-13 record and a 3rd place finish 
at the JUCO World Series.  In five years, 
Willis has led the Bengals to 3 Regional 
Championships, 2 District Championships and 
2 World Series.  Also every team record has 
been broken under the leadership of Willis. 

 During the past 5 years Coach Willis 
has seen 43 of his players move on to four 
year universities.  Willis has had the 
opportunity in the last 5 years to coach and/
or sign 14 players who have been drafted by 
Major League Baseball.  During the same 
period he has coached 36 All Conference 
and/or All-Region Players and 4 All-
